Community Point Structure

Levels/Pod Status

A community member’s level indicates to the community the level of training he/she has
completed. Different colors on the community member’s POD status badge will indicate the
level of courses they have attained across multiple courses and tracks.

A community member obtains a POD Status Badge on their profile pic upon completion of
a course. The badge will include the letter denoting the specific track. Multiple badges will
reflect respective course levels and tracks.

Note: This is an example of a community member’s
POD Status Badge. The silver P means this user
has completed the basic poultry course.



Leaderboard

On the Community Pod Dashboard you can scroll down to view the Leaderboard, shown
in the image below. To compete for the top positions on the leaderboard, you must accrue
points. You will be recognized regionally as well as globally. Contact your regional program
leader to learn more about your local incentives program.

Accruing Points/Star Levels

Stars indicate participation in the community; to unlock another star you must reach a
certain number of points. Each star level will unlock a new incentive.

Note: Star Levels are independent of POD Status.



The chart below shows you how many points you can acquire for completing tasks such as
completing your profile, joining an interest group, taking quizzes, etc.
